IT IS RESOLVED: 
1. That the following Administrative Conditions for the disposal of the movable asset namely fiscal vehicle make BMW, model X5, Sport Activity, metallic bronze platinum color, year 2012, CC 2979, chassis No. WBAZV409CL492184, engine No. 02357809, automatic transmission, license plate 44 D 010 BE AND IS HEREBY AUTHORIZED.
ADMINISTRATIVE CONDITIONS FOR THE DISPOSAL OF FISCAL VEHICLE
FIRST: Purpose and Scope.
The main purpose of these Administrative Conditions is to regulate the public bid process promoted by the Undersecretariat for Foreign Affairs of Chile, represented by the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica, intended to dispose of the fiscal vehicle make BMW, model X5, Sport Activity, metallic bronze platinum color, year 2012, CC 2979, chassis No. WBAZV409CL492184, engine No. 02357809, automatic transmission, license plate 44 D 010. Such vehicle was subject to administrative writing off by Exempt Resolution No. 1896, of August 11, 2023, from the Undersecretariat for Foreign Affairs.
SECOND: Requirements to participate.
Both individuals and legal entities may participate in this public bid process, as long as they fully comply with the requirements established by the current regulations of Jamaica and the Republic of Chile, as well as with the provisions contained in these bidding conditions.

Bidders, when submitting their proposals, must necessarily attach the following documentation:

a)
In the case of individuals: copy of their identity document.

b)
In the case of legal entities: copy of the documents that prove their legal incorporation, their current validity, as well as the validity of the powers of attorney of their legal representative, according to the legal provisions in force in the local jurisdiction, which may comply with this requirement by presenting the business license issued by the local economic authority.

The documentation required under paragraph b) must indicate its validity and, if such is not indicated, the issuance of the document must have been carried out within ninety (90) days prior to its submission. Documents that exceed such validity period will not be considered valid for purposes of this process and may result in the inadmissibility of the bid.

Likewise, failure to deliver any document stated above will result in the immediate exclusion of the bid from the evaluation process, consequently declaring its inadmissibility.
THIRD: Vehicle Condition.  

The vehicle that is the subject of this public bid will be sold on an as is basis, in its current state of conservation and maintenance. Each applicant is considered to have carried out due diligence and obtained all relevant information regarding the vehicle to be sold, including its history, conservation, condition and the special requirements for its transfer, given its nature as a vehicle with a diplomatic license. The relevant information will be made available to the interested parties by the Chilean Embassy upon request. Interested parties may also inspect the vehicle, at a time to be agreed upon with the Chilean Embassy, and under the supervision of one of its officials. Such inspection may include a test of the vehicle, which will be directed by a Mission official, authorized for such purposes, and will be carried out in accordance with local custom applicable to this type of disposal.

By virtue of the foregoing, applicants expressly waive any subsequent claim relating to the condition of the vehicle or any error or ignorance related to its transfer.

FOURTH: Applicable regulations and extension of jurisdiction

Within the framework of these administrative conditions, it is appropriate to note that the public bid process, including the award stage, is subject to the current regulations of Chile, the legal act of transfer of title to the vehicle will be carried out in strict observance of the legal provisions in force in Jamaica. In the event of disputes, controversies or interpretations deriving from or related to the interpretation of these conditions, they will be subject to the jurisdiction and venue of the competent courts in Chile.
FIFTH: Acceptance of the conditions.
Every participant in this process, by submitting its bid, declares that it knows and accepts, unconditionally, each and every one of the provisions contained in these conditions and, therefore, undertakes to fully comply with them.
SIXTH: Definition of deadlines.

The deadlines contained in these conditions are considered in calendar days, therefore, Saturdays, Sundays and holidays recognized in Jamaica are included.

However, the deadlines established in these conditions may be altered for reasons of public interest or good service. Such alteration may be made after consultation with and authorization from the Infrastructure and Logistics Division of the Undersecretariat, without requiring formalization through the issuance of a specific administrative act. Notwithstanding that, it is essential that such alteration be notified in a timely and effective manner to the bidders, so that they are duly informed about any changes so made.

If a deadline expires on a non-business day, its expiration will be deemed extended to the next business day.
SEVENTH: The time schedule is as stated below:

	DATE, SCHEDULES AND DEADLINES (*)

	Publication of the conditions on the website of the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica, and listing of the vehicle on the “Jacars” website (https://www.jacars.net) that contains classified purchase and sale advertisements in the local country.
	These conditions will be published on the website of the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica, once the resolution approving them has been fully processed. (1) The vehicle will be listed on the Jacars website, which will include at least the essential data of the vehicle and a link to the Embassy website where the full document with the conditions will be available.

	Exhibition of the vehicle at the address of Courtleigh Corporate Centre, 6 St. Lucia Avenue.
	Those interested in attending the exhibition must previously agree with the Embassy on the day and time of their visit and produce the document that proves their identity.

	Closing date for the reception of bids.
	The only way accepted for receiving bids will be through the local Jacars website and the official email of the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica (echile.jamaica@minrel.gob.cl). Bids must be sent before midnight on the forty-fifth day, counting from the date of publication of the conditions.

	Deadline for publication of the award on the website of the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica
	20 calendar days from the closing of the deadline for receipt of the bids.

	Deadline set for payment of the award price and transfer of the title to the vehicle.
	10 calendar days from the publication of the resolution that awards this public bid.

In the event that the successful bidder does not make the payment in a timely manner or does not go to the public institution to make the transfer of the vehicle, the award will be void and it will be awarded to whoever offered the next best value, and so on.

	Inquiries or process challenges
	Bidders may exercise the remedies provided for in Act 19,880 of the Republic of Chile, being subject to the deadlines stipulated in such regulations.


(1): Day 1 will be the day of publication of the Conditions on the website of the Embassy of Chile in Jamaica and the local website “Jacars” https://www.jacars.net.
(*): If the expiration of any period falls on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, the last day of the period will be extended to the next business day. 

EIGHTH: Exhibition of the vehicle
The vehicle being the subject matter of this public bid will be available for examination by potential bidders on the dates and times that will be agreed upon with the Embassy of Chile in Jamaica, this exhibition being carried out in the premises of the Embassy in question located at Courtleigh Corporate Centre, 6 St. Lucia Avenue, piso 5, Kingston 5, Jamaica. The purpose of such exhibition is to allow interested parties to carry out an inspection and verify the state of conservation and maintenance of the vehicle.

During the exhibition, bidders must refrain from handling the vehicle in a reckless manner. Any damage caused to the vehicle during this inspection will fall under the responsibility of the interested party who caused it.

A representative from the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica will be present during the exhibition to answer questions and provide additional information about the vehicle. However, the information provided in these sessions will not modify or add to the conditions and specifications already established in these conditions. Bidders are urged to use this exhibition opportunity to become familiar in a clear and detailed manner with the condition and particularities of the vehicle, since once awarded, no claims will be accepted based on its state or condition.
NINTH: Minimum Bid Value.

The initial bid price for the acquisition of the vehicle has been determined at a Minimum Value of JA $1,200,000. Bidders may submit bids that equal or exceed that amount. The bid that offers the highest amount will be considered the successful bid, as long as it meets the conditions and requirements established in these conditions. Any offer that fails to comply with these provisions will be considered inadmissible.
TENTH: Evaluation and Adjudication.
Once the deadline for receiving bids has elapsed, they will be evaluated by a Commission made up of the Ambassador of Chile in Jamaica; the Consul of Chile in Kingston and by the Administrative Accounting Assistant of the Embassy mentioned above.

The minutes signed by such officials will record the bids received, indicating those that met the application requirements. Likewise, it must contain the successful bid. The criteria for awarding the bidder who is chosen will correspond to the one who makes the most convenient bid based on its monetary amount, equal to or greater than the minimum price and that complies with the requirements of these conditions.

In the event that two or more bids of the same value are submitted, which do not permit to decide on the award, the bidders will be notified so that, within the following two business days, they modify it and submit it again.

Publication of the results of this stage will be carried out in accordance with the calendar previously defined in the schedule of these conditions. Such information will be available on the Jacars website https://www.jacars.net and will be accompanied by the respective administrative act of the Undersecretariat for Foreign Affairs.
ELEVENTH: Payment of the price, transfer of title, signature of the purchase agreement and material delivery of the vehicle.
a) The successful bidder must pay 100% of the bid value through wire transfer or cash deposit to the account of the Embassy of Chile in Jamaica.
The deadline for making payment will be 10 calendar days from the date the award is notified. If the successful bidder does not make the payment within the stipulated period, he will be understood to renounce the acquisition of the vehicle, and the Chilean Embassy in Jamaica will have the power to award the vehicle to the applicant who has submitted the next best bid.

b) The successful bidder must, within the same period of 10 calendar days from the date of notification of the award, coordinate with the Embassy of Chile in Jamaica, its appearance to the corresponding public institution, for the purpose of carrying out all the necessary procedures for the transfer of title to the vehicle.

It must be taken into consideration that the vehicle has a diplomatic license. Transfer to diplomats must be authorized by the Jamaican Ministry of Foreign Affairs, while transfer to non-diplomats will be subject to the condition that the issuance of a standard plate must be authorized by the competent authorities of the local country. However, in the event that local regulations contemplate additional provisions on the matter, their provisions must be followed.

c) Once payment for the vehicle has been made and title to the vehicle has been transferred, the purchase contract will be signed, setting the conditions, terms, responsibilities and other relevant stipulations relating to the disposal of the vehicle.

d) Finally, material delivery of the vehicle will take place, which will be carried out once all the obligations imposed by these conditions have been fulfilled, and will be conditional upon the materialization of the payment (letter a) above), the transfer of title to the vehicle (letter b) above) and the signing of the contract (letter c) above), which upon conclusion, will authorize the successful bidder or whoever he or she designates through a simple power of attorney, to receive the vehicle, either at the premises of the Embassy of Chile in Jamaica or in another place determined by the parties, always by their own means and at their own expense, risk and responsibility.
TWELFTH: Responsibilities in case of force majeure or acts of God.
Any subsequent damage that the vehicle may suffer as a result of an unforeseen event or force majeure, in the period between the call for public bid and the date of material delivery of the vehicle, will be the exclusive responsibility of the successful bidder.
THIRTEENTH: Resulting costs and obligations

It will be at the exclusive expense of the successful bidder, without the right to reimbursement, the rates and taxes, duties, encumbrances, notarial fees and any other expenses or duties that are caused by the sale, signing and registration of the vehicle, including the procedures that must be carried out before the local authorities described in the eleventh section of these conditions.
FOURTEENTH: Defection of the Public Bid.

The Undersecretariat for Foreign Affairs, in the exercise of its powers and in defense of the public interest, may declare the process vacant at any stage if it considers that none of the bids properly satisfies its requirements or is not convenient for its interests, or due to the needs of the service.
2. A Public Bid is HEREBY CALLED for the disposal of the vehicle make BMW, model X5, Sport Activity, metallic bronze platinum color, year 2012, CC 2979, chassis No. WBAZV409CL492184, engine No. 02357809, automatic transmission, license plate 44 D 010. 

3. The proceeds from the disposal must be sent to the Finance and Budget Division of this Undersecretariat for Foreign Affairs, according to the instructions to be given to that effect.
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
